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INTRODUCTION

1. This Statistical First Release (SFR) presents information on LSC
funded learner outcomes in post-16 education and training in
England 2003/04 in Further Education (FE) and Work Based
Learning (WBL).

2. The source data for this SFR are the Individualised Learner
Record (ILR) and the Individualised Student Record (ISR) for FE
and the Individualised Learner Record (ILR) for WBL

3.  The methodology used to calculate success rates for FE is
different from that used for WBL. Consequently the success
measures for FE and WBL are not comparable and inferences
about the relative performance of these sectors cannot be made
on the basis of this data. For information on the different
methodologies see section on Classification of Data.

Further Education

4.  The methodology for calculating FE success rates provides a
view of learners’ success from the beginning to the end of their
qualification. Success rates indicate the number of qualifications
achieved as the percentage of the number started. Success is
made up of retention (the number of qualifications completed as
a percentage of the number started) and achievement (the
number of qualifications achieved as a percentage of the number
completed). For further information on the methodology see the
section on Classification of Data.

Work Based Learning

5.  This SFR provides information on WBL outcomes using the
information supplied by learning providers in the ILR. The
success rate methodology for WBL calculates the percentage of
learners leaving training who achieved their qualification. For
further information on the methodology see the section on
Classification of Data.

KEY POINTS

Further Education

6.

Overall success rates have increased by 3.7 percentage points from 2002/03 to 2003/04 to
stand at 71.1%. Success rates for long and short qualifications have increased by 3.3 and
3.4 percentage points to 61.5% and 81.2% respectively.

A greater proportion of learners in all types of institution are achieving their qualifications
than ever before with overall success rates in FE colleges reaching the 72% target integral to
the Success for All strategy. This has been achieved two years ahead of schedule.

The analysis that follows indicates that this increase in success rates was recorded by nearly
all sections of the FE sector. It is clear that there is no single factor acting on one narrow
part of the sector that is driving the increase in success rates. The results are consistent with
an overall increase in the quality of provision.

Overall achievement rates have increased by 3 percentage points from 2002/03 to 2003/04
and retention rates have increased by 1 percentage point.

The improvement in overall success rates from 2002/03 to 2003/04 by type of institution was:
3.9 percentage points for general FE colleges, 1.7 percentage points for sixth form colleges
and 3.7 percentage points for external institutions. Success rates in specialist colleges
remained unchanged from 2002/03 to 2003/04.

Success rates for long qualifications at levels 1 and 2 have increased by 3 or 4 percentage

points across all qualification types. For level 3 qualification, the increase in success rates
has been 2 percentage points.

Success rates for adult learners studying for an NVQ at level 2 have increased by 4
percentage points to 53% from 2002/03 to 2003/04. Further analysis of full level 2 long
gualifications (see table below) shows there has been a significant increase in the success
rate of these qualifications in the two year period from 2001/02 to 2003/04:

a 5 percentage point increase in full level 2 success rates for all age groups from 52%
in 2002/03 to 57% in 2003/04, following a 4 percentage point increase in 2002/03.
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adults and young people have both contributed to this improvement with increases of 5
and 6 percentage points respectively.

Improvements in success rates have typically been 3 or 4 percentage points in most areas of
learning. The only area of learning to show a reduction in success rates was Construction
which fell by two percentage points, which is partly attributable to an increase in the
proportion of long programmes being delivered.

Female learners continue to achieve higher success rates than males within the 16-18 age
group, with the gap in success rates between the genders remaining static at 5 percentage
points.

Analysis by gender and area of learning shows that for all ages, females achieve higher
success rates in most areas of learning, the exceptions being: 'Land based provision’,
'Retailing, Customer Service and Transportation' and 'Health, Social Care and Public
Service'. The differences in success rates between the genders from 2002/03 to 2003/04
have either remained static or closed slightly across all areas of learning.

All ethnic groups continue to participate in the improvement in success rates with the overall
gap in success rates between white and non-white learners narrowing by nearly 2
percentage points to 4 percent. Ethnic minorities typically showed an increase of 4 or 5
percentage points; whereas the majority ‘White’ group which accounts for over three quarters
of FE provision achieved an increase in success rates of 3 percentage points

Overall success rates for learners who left learning with a full framework or an NVQ only,
have increased from 41% to 46% between 2002/03 and 2003/04. The figures cover all ages
and NVQs at all levels as well as apprenticeship frameworks and qualifications that count
towards the LSC's targets for attainment of young people.

Within advanced apprenticeships, framework completion rates (the percentage of learners
leaving apprenticeships having achieved the full framework) have increased by one
percentage point from 2002/03 to 2003/04.

Within apprenticeships at level 2, framework completion rates have increased by six
percentage points from 2002/03 to 2003/04 whilst completion rates for all apprenticeships
have increased by four percentage points.

Success rates within NVQ Training at level 2 have increased by 9 percentage points for

16 to18 year olds between 2002/03 and 2003/04 and for all age groups there has been an
increase of 8 percentage points. The number of learners leaving NVQ training has fallen
significantly and this can distort comparisons of success rates between years - please refer
to paragraph 17 under Classification of Data.

Success rates in Apprenticeships at level 2 have improved for all areas of learning and
'Engineering, Technology and Manufacturing' was the only area of learning within Advanced
Apprenticeship not to show an increase in success rate.

Early information on learner numbers, derived from the ILR return, relating to learners
enrolled in October, published in March.

Whole-year information on learner numbers, derived from the ILR return relating to the
end of the relevant academic year, published in December.

Outcomes, derived from the ILR return relating to 31 December following the end of the
relevant academic year for FE and most recently available data for WBL, published in
June. The publication date of this SFR may change in future years, reflecting changes
in the timetable for collection of FE outcome data from 2004/05 onwards.

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NOTES TO EDITORS

On 1 April 2001 the LSC inherited responsibility in relation to funding FE provision in colleges
and external institutions from the FEFC. The LSC also took responsibility for post-16
provision in work-based learning and statistics in this area are also reported in this SFR.

Work-Based Learning for young people is a major programme of government-supported
training, comprising Advanced Apprenticeships, Apprenticeships at level 2, NVQ Learning,
and Entry to Employment (E2E).

Source of Data

3.

The data source for FE is the Individualised learner record (ILR) FO5 and the Individualised
Student Record (ISR) with a reference date of 31 December. The ILR FO5 for academic
years 2003/04 and 2002/03 plus the three ISRs for the academic years 2001/02 (ISR25),
2000/01 (ISR22) and 1999/00 (ISR19) have been aggregated to obtain a whole programme
view of learning aims up to three years in duration over three teaching years; 2001/02 to
2003/04.

The FE data has been derived from the ILR and ISR for 549 institutions, of these 388 are
colleges and 161 are external institutions. Eight institutions have been excluded owing to
credibility issues with their data. Analysis was carried out to look at the effect that data for a
small number of institutions, where credibility issues had been highlighted, had on figures
being shown in the tables. The analysis showed 8 institutions where the credibility issues did
have a significant effect on success rates for certain cohorts of data. These institutions were
therefore removed from the data shown in the tables.

In the data tables, changes in success rates for cohorts with low numbers of starts need to
be interpreted with caution.

The data source for the WBL 2002/03 and 2003/04 data is the ILR. The 2002/03 WBL data
relate to 1,588 providers of WBL and the 2003/04 data relate to 1,084 providers

Classification of Data

7.

Currently the methodology used to calculate success rates for FE is different from that used
for WBL. Consequently the success measures for FE and WBL are not comparable. The
LSC is working with the DfES and inspectorates to consider the range of measures of
gualification success appropriate for the post-16 sector and to pilot / implement a
comprehensive and coherent measures for the learning and skills sector by 2005/6.

Further Education

The methodology used to calculate the outcomes in this SFR tracks learners and their
gualifications across academic years and presents the results in terms of the numbers
expecting to complete their qualifications in a particular college year. This methodology is
well known to colleges and external institutions as the ‘benchmarking methodology’ and is
explained in more detail on the benchmarking data website at
www.Iscdata.gov.uk/benchmarking/

The success rates shown in tables 1a, 2a, 3, 4, 5 and 6 are calculated as the number of
learning aims achieved divided by the number of starters, excluding any learners who
transferred onto another qualification within the same institution. The qualification a learner
transfers to will be included as a start. Success rates can also be derived by multiplying the
retention rate by the achievement rate shown in tables 1b,1c, 2b and 2c. The retention rate is
calculated as the number of qualifications completed divided by the number of starts
excluding transfers. The achievement rate is calculated as the number of qualifications
achieved divided by the number of completed qualifications. These tables relate to learning
aims so learners with more than one learning aim are included once for each aim.

The FE tables show results for both short and long qualifications. Short qualifications are
those with an expected length of fewer than 24 weeks. In practice the majority of short
gualifications are of 12 weeks duration or less.

A learner’s age group is calculated from their age at 31 August in the academic year they
started their qualification. Learners of unknown age are included in the age group 19 and
over. Learners under 16 years are included in the 16-18 age group.

Tables 1a, 1b, and 1c show success, retention and achievement rates for general FE and
tertiary colleges with ‘*high WP’. The colleges included in this category have high widening
participation factors. Widening patrticipation factors are calculated by the LSC and are based
on the number of learners recruited from areas with different levels of deprivation and on
learners who qualify for widening participation funding in other ways, such as the homeless
or asylum seekers. General FE and tertiary colleges with high proportions of WP students
generally have success, retention and achievement rates below those for other colleges,
therefore it is useful to show them as a separate category in the tables. High WP institutions
in this SFR are based on the same groupings as used in 2001/02 and 2002/03.

For the purposes of this SFR, full level 2 qualifications refer to single qualifications that are
equivalent to a full level 2 in their own right. It does not include learners studying 5 or more
GCSEs. This is because the FE success rate methodology is calculated at qualification level,
not at the learner level and as such it is not possible to calculate success rates for learners
studying for several qualifications. Full level 2 qualifications are shown because they
contribute to the government’s PSA targets for young people and adult

Table 6 shows success rates in all FE institutions by disability, age group, gender and
expected end year. The data suggests that disability has no bearing on success rates.

The LSC has identified issues with the data provided by institutions on outcomes for key
skills qualifications. For this reason key skills have been excluded from the analyses.

For Apprenticeships the success rates shown in tables 7, 8 and 9 are calculated as the
number of leavers who either meet all of the requirements of their apprenticeship framework,
or achieve an NVQ required by the framework, divided by the number of learners who have
either left training or successfully completed their programme. Learners who have transferred
to another programme are excluded from the calculation until such time as they finally
complete their programme or leave learning. This methodology means that if the number of
learners leaving training decreases significantly between years, then success will increase
(and vice versa) even if the underlying performance of learners remains constant.

For learners working towards National Vocational Qualifications (NVQs) the success rate will
be the number of learners who have achieved the NVQ divided by the number of learners
who left learning or successfully completed their programme.

The LSC aims by 2007/08 to increase the number of Apprenticeship frameworks achieved
each year by 75% from the total of around 43,000 frameworks recorded in 2002/03. In
2003/04, around 51,000 Apprenticeship frameworks were achieved. Note that the number of
achievements stated here are slightly greater than those implied by tables 7, 8 or 9 owing to
the inclusion of a small number of non LSC funded learners in the '75%' performance
indicator.

Learners who leave learning as a result of a positive outcome such as to take up
employment are recorded as not having achieved their learning aim.

A learner’s age group is calculated from the learner’s age at the start of their learning.
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General Notes

22. For greater accuracy, changes in rates described in the key points have been calculated
from the difference between the unrounded rates, with the result being rounded.

23. Inthe tables, numbers may not add up exactly to totals because of differential rounding.
Percentages have been rounded to whole numbers. FE numbers are shown in thousands,
the symbol — represents fewer than 500 learners.
