Reference Chapter Notes

1. Super Output Areas (SOA’s) are a new geography for the collection and publication of small area statistics. Although wards have been used until now, they are of inconsistent size across the country – from fewer than 100 residents to over 30,000! This makes them poor for national comparison, and some of them are too small to release data without being disclosive. In addition wards are subject to periodic boundary change (for electoral purposes), which makes them poor for comparing data over time.   SOAs avoid the problems caused by the inconsistent and unstable electoral ward geography. There are 34,378 Lower Layer SOAs (32,482 in England; 1,896 in Wales). They have a minimum size of 1,000 residents and 400 households, but average 1,500 residents SOAs and are not subject to frequent boundary change, so are more suitable for comparison over time.  The first SOA data to be published were ODPM's Indices of Deprivation 2004, produced for Lower Layer SOAs. 

2. The new Index of Multiple Deprivation 2004 (IMD 2004) is a Super Output Area (SOA) level measure of multiple deprivation and is made up of seven SOA level Domain Indices which relate to Income deprivation; Employment deprivation; Health deprivation and disability; Education, skills and training deprivation; Barriers to Housing and Services; Living environment deprivation and Crime.

3. Notified Job Centre Vacancies - Interpretation of these data needs to take account of changes in recent years to Jobcentre Plus procedures for taking and handling vacancies. The figures are not fully comparable over time and may not indicate developments in the labour market.
