Executive Summary
The region continues to perform strongly in relation to PSA targets and other performance indicators in comparison with other regions and national levels.

More young people in learning – achieving record levels of qualifications
· The number of young people in education and training continues to grow across the country to record levels (more than 1.5m by the end of 2005)

· In the East of England in 2005/06 there were 133,651 young people on LSC funded programmes – an increase of 4.6% (5,828 learners) from the previous year

· Whilst absolute numbers participating both nationally and regionally are at all time high, the proportion of Not in Education, Employment or Training (NEET) remains stubbornly high.  NEET in the region has proved difficult to reduce.

· Nationally 69.8% of young people at aged 19 have gained a Level 2 qualification (equivalent to 5 GCSEs grade A*-C) – more than ever before
· Regionally Level 2 at 19 increased from 69.3% in 2004 to 71.9% in 2005.  This continues the trend of performing above the national level, and places the region third behind the South East and South West.
· However – there were still 18,856 34 young people without a Level 2 in 2005

· More young people are achieving Level 3 qualifications in the region too; rising from 42.4% in 2004 to 45.9% in 2005, again above the national level and ranking third across the country

· Underpinning theses indicators is the volume of Full Level 2 and Level 3 learners within FE and WBL – which has grown across the region from 04/05 to 05/06 by 10.6% and 6.1% respectively

· Overall Success Rates for young people in the region in FE have increased by 4.0% from 04/05 (71.2%) to 05/06 (75.2%).  
· Performance across Apprenticeships framework completions for young people has significantly improved, increasing by 72.2% from 02/03 (2,119) to 05/06 (3,648) – an increase of 1,529 completions
More adults gaining essential skills for life and future employability
· The latest national analysis as of October 2006 indicates that the 2007 milestone of 1.5 million adults with improved Skills for Life skills has already been exceeded one year early
· The region did not meet its 2004 Milestone (achieving 80% of its target).  However, performance has significantly improved and at current rates the expectation is that the region will meet its cumulative 2007 milestone.  
· The proportion of economically active adults in England qualified to at least a Level 2 was 73.5% in June 2006 – an increase of 1.3% over the last year.  The national target is for an additional 3.6million adult learners achieving a Level 2 by 2010 – the latest information indicates that nationally we have already exceeded our 1 million milestone target for 2006.

· Underpinning theses indicators is the volume of Full Level 2 learners within FE and WBL for adults – which has grown across the region from 04/05 to 05/06 by 19.5%

· Overall Success Rates for adults in the region in FE have increased by 1.3% from 04/05 (71.9%) to 05/06 (73.2%).  
· Performance across Apprenticeships framework completions for adults too has significantly improved, increasing by 45.6% from 02/03 (1,418) to 05/06 (2,732) – an increase of 1,314 completions

Commentary
16-18 numbers across LSC funded programmes in the region grew by 4.6% (+5,828 learners) between 04/05 and 05/06.  In that time FE numbers grew by 7.9% (+5,401 learners), S6F numbers grew by 3.1% (+1,414 learners), E2E learners by 1.9% (+36 learners) whilst WBL numbers fell by 9.2% (-1,023 learners). 
Early indication of 06/07 FE F01 numbers indicates the region is on course to further increase numbers in 06/07, in line with planning assumptions.

Commentary
The latest figures for Level 2 attainment at 19 shows that in 2005 nationally there were 69.8% of young people at age 19 with a Level 2.  This is an increase of 3% since 2004 and confirms that the PSA Target has been met a year early.  Regionally we continue to perform above the national average – though there were still 18,856 learners without a Level 2.
Current national projections continue to confirm that we will meet the 2006 PSA Target, and that Level 2 performance will reach 72% in 2006 and 75% in 2008.

Full Level 2 participation of 16-18 year olds in FE significantly increased by 21.4% between 04/05 (12,975) and 05/06 (15,748) – an additional 2,773 learners.

Full Level 2 participation of 19+ in FE significantly increased by 31.9% between 04/05 (10,714) and 05/06 (14,135) – an additional 3,421 learners.

Full Level 2 participation of 19+ in WBL significantly reduced by 11.8% between 04/05 (4,284) and 05/06 (3,788) – a decrease of 496 learners.

Commentary
Supporting the main suite of PSA targets is a performance indicator that sets a target to increase the number of learners completing an Apprenticeship.

The target is to deliver 75,511 framework completions in 2007/05.  The LSC has already exceeded this level with provisional figures for 05/06 confirming that 92,043 completed their apprenticeship framework.


Performance across the region has also significantly improved, with framework completions by all ages increasing by 80.4% from 02/03 (3,537) to 05/06 (6,380) – an increase of 2,843 completions. 
Performance across the region has significantly improved for framework completions by 16-18 year olds, increasing by 72.2% from 02/03 (2,119) to 05/06 (3,648) – an increase of 1,529 completions. 
Performance across the region has significantly improved for framework completions for 19+, increasing by 45.6% from 02/03 (1,418) to 05/06 (2,732) – an increase of 1,314 completions. 
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
