Item 1.
 Welcome and apologies
1.1 The apologies were noted.
Item 2. Annual Plan
2.1 Mr Brough explained the context of the plan.  He set out the challenges and opportunities facing Norfolk (Powerpoint presentation attached).
2.2 Dr Goddard clarified that in the local priorities and key actions section, the actions were regional actions and were not changeable, although the jurisdiction over how they were achieved was determined locally.  The local needs assessment was used to develop section 2. The other 2 sections would not have all the data until discussions with providers were concluded.  P19 would be the summary statement of everything the LSC was providing across the area.

2.3 There was some concern regarding Priority 4 (the commissioning process), that the LSC needed to work with the partners.  

2.4 Dr Goddard advised that the process was based on areas where provision did not meet minimum performance standards (below 30% success rate) and that in those cases normally (if FE provision), we would speak about how they are addressing those issues.  If that failed then the provision would be offered to the whole collective of providers.

2.5 Mrs McDiarmid advised that there were a large number of people who needed pre level 2 qualifications and Connexions were helping the LSC with that.

2.6 Agreed - After much discussion it was agreed that it was a very good plan with some fine tuning necessary.  The following suggestions were made:

· Foreword – need to add the success rates of FE colleges.

· Foreword – this should have 2 paragraphs – one showing achievements and the other showing what was currently in progress.

· Priority 3 – need to revisit the omission of the objective 2 areas and the map on page 11.

· Priority 2 – need to include the work with trade unions and learning representatives and their success.

· Priority 3 – need to include Aimhigher.

· Priority 4 – when implementing the regional quality and improvement strategy Sector Skills groups should be added

· The research from the IiC report could be used.

· Need to include gypsy and traveller education.

· Need to include the total number of places 1-18 across LSC provision.

· The implications of the Leitch and Tomlinson reports should be included.

· The learners’ voice needed to be included.

2.7 Action – The outline of the plan was endorsed.  It was agreed that any further adjustments would, as a result of the time constraints, be agreed with the Chair. 

2.8 Action -   Mr Brough would share the plan with JobcentrePlus, the Chamber of Commerce, the Local Authority and Chief Executives of the District Councils.

2.9 Action – MN agreed to circulate a paper copy of the Local Needs Assessment and the Regional Commissioning Plan.
Item 3. New arrangements for planning ‘Learning for life’ in Norfolk
3.1 Mr Brough proposed that the paper be submitted to the County Strategy Partnership.
3.2 Agreed - It was agreed that the County Strategic Partnership would take responsibility for the setting up of the PDSL group.

4.1 There was no other business.
