Notice inviting proposals for the provision of 16-19


education in Northstowe, Cambridgeshire


	


The Learning and Skills Council Cambridgeshire (LSC Cambridgeshire) is seeking proposals for the provision of education for young people aged 16-19 in Northstowe Cambridgeshire. Northstowe will be one of the first major towns developed in the 21st century and is being designed to be a vibrant and sustainable community, providing homes for about 24,000 people.





In accordance with national guidelines the LSC Cambridgeshire is organising a local competition and inviting proposals to bring about this development, with particular focus on increasing breadth and choice of courses, participation, quality and value for money. Applicants are expected to consider not just the range of programmes that will be provided, but also teaching and learning methods and the environment in which the programmes will be delivered.





It is anticipated that overall there will be a demand for between 600 and 650 places, additional to those already offered in the Cambridge area by 2021.





As a subsidiary function, in partnership with other providers, the new provision may also offer access to the new diplomas for 14-16 year olds with a focus on broadening choice pre-16, improving continuity and increasing the proportion of young people who continue in learning post-16.

Procedure and Timetable


All proposals from interested parties (the competition entries) must be received at the address below by 5pm on Tuesday 30th June 2009.





The LSC Cambridgeshire will then prepare and publish a summary of the competition entries and invite comments during a six-week representation period. Within six weeks of the close of the representation period, the LSC will decide and publish the outcome of the competition.

• will develop 14-19 provision for all learners


• address the needs of SEN learners, including progression into independent living


• propose working in partnership with local providers for 14-19 (including voluntary sector and work- 


  based learning providers)


• ensure quality of provision


• increase participation through effective targeting of groups of young people.
