	Summary of Activity

Peterborough Regional College offers courses from Entry Level to Level 3+, plus Apprenticeships.  Vocational areas include Construction, Engineering, Motor Vehicle, Hairdressing, Beauty Therapy, Holistics, Media Makeup, Health and Social Care, Childcare, Sports, ICT, Travel and Tourism, Public Services, Catering, Performing Arts, Media, Art, Business Studies, Retail etc.
Courses that include a specific focus on NEET include:

On Track – full time course for students, aged 16-18 years, who have insufficient qualifications to enrol on other college courses.  No qualifications needed.  Students study Key Skills, Employment Skills, BTEC Skills for Working Life and Drugs Awareness.  Progression onto other courses within college.

Prince’s Trust – 12 week course, 5 days a week, available three times a year, for students aged 16-25 years.  Course leads to City and Guilds Certificate in Personal, Community and Teamwork Skills. No qualifications needed.  Second week is residential.  Progression onto other courses within college.

Young Parents/Young Parents to be – 10 week course run over 2 days per week, for students aged 16-18 years, available three times a year.  No qualifications needed.  Students study two units of Entry Level Certificate in Preparation for Childcare.  Nursery places available.  Progression onto other courses within college.
Full time vocational courses with 6 hours per week of ESOL.  Students study vocational courses plus Speaking and Listening (English). No qualifications required.  These courses include:

ESOL with Childcare

ESOL with Certificate in Office Practice

ESOL with Catering

ESOL with Travel and Tourism

Students can progress onto vocational courses at a higher level, but with an element of ESOL included.

Fletton Science offers Key Stage 3 science to students who attend specialist education centres run by the local authority, and have no science or little science facilities or specialist teachers.  The course provides exciting, thought-provoking practical science activities that can be linked to skills for working life, and are safe and within the grasp of relatively inexperienced students.  The activities are based on Key Stage 3 National Curriculum.  In addition, other vocational activities include Forensic Investigation, formulate and investigate the properties of slime, designing and making efficient wind machines etc.
