	16-19 Competition in Basildon and Thurrock


I am writing to inform you of the successful outcome of the 16-19 Competitions in Basildon and Thurrock.  
In January 2007 LSC Essex launched the two 16-19 Competitions in response to the Strategic Area Review and subsequent review of Further Education (FE) provision in South Essex.   The competition was seeking good quality additional FE vocational provision that was complimentary to the existing offer.
Two proposals were received in June 2007, one for Basildon and one for Thurrock.  Summaries of the proposals were made available to the public which commenced a period in which interested parties were invited to provide comments on each proposal.   
Following the close of the representation period both proposals were assessed by a panel for each area consisting of external stakeholders and senior LSC officers.   The proposals were assessed against specified competition criteria and a recommendation was made to LSC Essex.   
Following the recommendation of the Stakeholder Panels the LSC Executive assessed both proposals taking account of any representations made by the public and the recommendations of the Stakeholder Panels.   
The outcome of the LSC Executive was to accept the Proposal for Basildon led by Seevic College subject to amendments and to accept the proposal for Thurrock led by South East Essex College subject to amendments.   The LSC decision was ratified by the LSC Essex Council on the 4th September 2007.
I hope you welcome the result of the competition process and join me in congratulating the successful applicants.
