The Council agreed that this criterion had been met.  The collaboration of key schools and Suffolk College in developing the proposal was welcomed.

· Need to establish the intentions of the partnership, identify a lead partner and clear guidance on management, governance and staffing.
ii) Will there be an adverse impact on existing, successful local 16–19 provision?  If so what will the impact be?

v) How will the proposal increase levels of participation and/or increase attainment at levels 2 and 3 to meet local, regional or national targets?

The Council agreed that this criterion had been met.

· Ambitious curriculum offer requires a substantial core of permanent specialist teaching staff
7. Decision by LSC Suffolk Council regarding the outcome of the Competition
