Profile of the workforce – age, level of quals etc
· 59,100 paid workforce (16% 16-24 and 33% 45+)
· Significant volunteer workforce (mainly in coaching, operations and officiating roles)
· 69% micro businesses – could be an issue with apprenticeships
· 43% part-time workers - could be an issue with apprenticeships
· 32% not qualified to L2
· 58% of employers have a vacancy and 74% of these vacancies can be attributed to skills shortages – apprenticeships as a recruitment tool would be useful here
· The sector is an attractive pace to work for female returners, career changers and those furthest from the labour market

· Industry specific technical skills (incl. coaching, leisure operations, instructing, lifeguarding)

· Management and supervisory skills

· Customer service skills
