Completing Part D for learners with multiple ESF match or co-financed learning aims

When transmitting the ILR data to the LSC, there must be one ESF data set attached to every learning aim in the ILR that is ether matched to ESF co-financed funding or funded by ESF co-financing.  However, information is often duplicated across the ESF data sets.  To minimise any unnecessary bureaucracy associated with completing the ILR form, the following guidance is given for recording ESF data on the paper copies of the ILR form only.

For learning aims that are used as match for ESF-co-financing, in most cases the Project dossier number (measure level), field E22 and the Local project number, field E23 are not required.  Where these fields need to be completed, your local LSC will inform you.  However, these fields are required for ESF co-financed learning aims.  Audit requirements differ for ESF co-financed learning aims and learning aims used for matching to ESF co-financing.  Therefore, for a learner with multiple ESF co-financed learning aims a copy of Part D must be completed for each learning aim, even if it is funded through the same ESF co-financing project.  

For a learner with multiple learning aims used as match for the same ESF project, it is not necessary to complete multiple copies of Part D.  A copy of Part D may be completed for the main learning aim only, as it assumed that the start and end date of any subsidiary aims associated with the learning programme will fall between the start and end date of the main learning aim.  

In this context an ESF co-financing project is defined by; the Project dossier number (measure level), field E22, the Local project number, field E23 and the start and end dates of the ESF co-financing, fields E08 and E09.
