Learner Information Suite version 12.03 Known Issues

 

This version of the software has the following known issues:
1/ Derived variables include learners which are coded as "other LSC funding stream" in FE counts.
This issue is due to the calculation of derived variable L_FUND, funding category, which determines whether a learner will be counted in the Learner Number with Funding Report (this report will be issued in LIS 12.02). Aims with A10 values of 20 (further education) or 80 (other LSC funding stream) are included when calculating this derived variable. For further information on field A10, consult the 2004/05 Batch Specification of the Individualised Learner Record. 

Suggested Action: Providers should be aware of this when discussing their learner numbers with their local LSC. 

 

2/ Attempting to open LISdata.mdb results in the error message "This database is in an unexpected state; Microsoft Access can't open it."
The LIS database has been changed to Microsoft Access 2000 from Microsoft Access 97. As a result of this change, the error message given when a user attempts to open LISdata.mdb is as above, instead of the "You do not have the necessary permissions. . ." error that displayed in previous LIS versions.

Suggested Action: This error will be fixed in a later version of LIS.

 

3/ Attempting to link the LAD results in the error message "Error importing the All_Annual_Values table. (No value given for one or more required parameters)."
This error message appears when the LIS is linked to a LAD download which does not include new 2004/05 fields. 

Suggested Action: Download a version of the LAD published on or after 29 June 2004.

 

4/ Learners who have short programmes which do not cross the second or third census date are not included on the Learner Number with Funding Report.
Learners whose programmes are short and do not cross the 1 February or 15 May census dates are not included on the Learner Number with Funding report or export. The value for derived variable L_FUND is set to –99. 

Suggested Action: Providers should be aware of this when discussing their Learner Number with Funding results with their local LSC.
 

5/ Large values imported from fields L41a and L41b may not be stored correctly by LIS.
The LIS uses single precision data types to store fields L41a or L41b.  Consequently large values imported in these fields may not be stored correctly by the LIS.  When such a file is exported by the LIS, the field may not be exported, which can result in the record being the wrong length and failing subsequent validation.
Suggested Action: Providers affected by this problem should avoid using the export ILR file functionality, ensuring data validation issues are corrected in their original import file.
 

6/ Aim sequence numbers may be incorrect for calcultion steps.
The aim sequence number in the 'CalcSteps' LIS database table - and the associated 'Calculation Steps' tab of the funding viewer - may not be correct.  If a learning aim has no associated FE_Annual_Value record for this year, then any subsequent funded aims for that learner will be incorrectly numbered on the CalcSteps table.

This DOES NOT affect the amount of funding that is calculated for such learners.

For example, this will be seen where an ILR file lists a learner's CMISC001 aim before an A-level aim (The CMISC001 aim is not present on the FE_Annual_Values table; the A-level is).

Suggested Action: Providers are advised to be aware of this issue.
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
