Introduction

This document describes changes required in version 11.03 of the Learner Information Suite (LIS) to implement use of the ‘mini-ILR’ data format.

The Mini-ILR data sets are designed to allow Higher Education Institutions (HEIs) to make use of the funding software, the Learner Information Suite (LIS), without having to produce a full Individualised Learner Record (ILR) as required by Further Education institutions. The format is based on the ILR, incorporating only those fields that directly affect funding calculations and those that are required to produce reports from the LIS. The mini-ILR import option was known in previous years as the ‘non-ILR’ format, and has been used by HEIs with the Council’s funding program for a number of years and as such HEIs are familiar with using this system to evaluate funding. In 2000/01, mini-ISR format was incorporated for the first time into version 8.04 and version 8.05 of the LIS.

1 Mini-ILR Data Sets

The mini-ILR data sets will not include a header or footer record and comprise only subsets of the learner and learning aim data sets from the full ILR. As in an ILR file, the data records are fixed-length text strings, in this case of 135 characters in length. There is a requirement not to enforce any specified file name format, or look for header and footer records, within this format. This is because, unlike the ILR data, the mini-ILR records are not expected to be sent to the Council, so institutions can have more flexibility in creating these files.

The fields to be included in the mini-ILR learner and learning aim data sets are shown in tables 1 and 2.

3 Other changes

3.1 Reports

All available reports should be the same for mini-ILR as were available in version 10.06.

4 Validation Rules

The validation rules used should be determined by the type of data that was imported (full ILR or mini-ILR), and whether the user selected full validation or the funding subset. 

The validation rules should be based on the mini-ILR Validation Rules for 2003/04 attached to this specification (the rules).

4.1 Validation checks, resulting in errors, to apply from the rules

The following validation rules from the rules (or the equivalent consistency checks when applied to the mini-ILR record length rather than the ILR record length) should be applied:

4.1.1 Validation Consistency Checks

The cross record validation consistency checks R03, R06, R07 and R11 and the import validation rules I01, I02, I03 and I08 should be applied as specified on the attached spreadsheet.

4.2 Mini-ILR validation rules not in ILR Validation Rules in the rules

There are some combinations of ILR validation rules, which imply some relationships between particular fields but where there is no explicit single rule between those fields. In at least one case, there is an implied relationship between two fields in the mini-ILR format, but are described in the ILR validation via fields which are not themselves in the mini-ILR format. 

This necessitates additional validation, which is not found in the ILR validation rules (although the effects are implicit within the ILR validation).
