	Travel for students of statutory school age

	What travel support can I get if I live a long distance from my child’s school?


	· If your child is under 16 there is free travel on local buses.http://www.tfl.gov.uk 

· You can apply for financial support from Pupil Student services if the journey to school involves travelling by other modes of public transport. (This is not available if the child is in a school because the allocated school has been refused).

	What if I move into the borough?
	· If you choose for your child to remain in school outside Barking and Dagenham the LA will not fund transport.
· If your child is in year 10 or 11 you can apply for travel support for your child to continue at their school outside Barking and Dagenham.

· If the LA can not allocate you a school place in the Borough they will fund travel support until a school place can be allocated within the Borough.

	What if my child stays on to 6th Form?
	Students that stay on to 6th form in a Barking and Dagenham School can apply for a travel support if they need to travel more that 3 miles to school http://www.lbbd.gov.uk/7-ed-policy-adm/pupilstudent/pdf/further-ed-travel-appl.pdf


	What about educational visits?
	It is the school’s responsibility to make reasonable adjustments so that all students can participate in activities, The LA will consider requests from schools for additional support for students to participate in visits. All requests must be 2 weeks in advance of any organised trip.(add hyperlink to form)

	What about after school activities?
	If your child wishes/is requested to take part in extra curriculum activities the LA will consider supporting these actives with the alteration of the travel support arrangements.

	What if my child has to attend a medical appointment?


	If your child is attending a medical appointment it is the parent’s responsibility to make alternative arrangements to get their child to school. The parent’s must also cancel any travel arrangements fro the specific days that travel is not required.

	Travel for  a student with Special Educational Needs

	What if my child has a statement of special educational needs?


	The LA will not be responsible for travel where parental preference results in the child attending a school/special provision other than the nearest available suitable provision

Children that receive home to school transport have to meet the following criteria:

· They have mobility difficulties.
· Their special needs impede their ability to travel independently.

· They are allocated a place in the local Special School.

· They are allocated a place at a Primary Additional Resourced Provision

· Their needs can not be met in borough and therefore the LA names a school outside the borough that can meet their individual needs listed in part 2 of their statement of special educational needs.
· They are placed in a residential placement by the LA.

	What if in consultation with professionals the LA feel that residential school is appropriate for my child?
	· Children that are weekly and fortnightly borders will be transported at the beginning and end of every week/fortnight.

· Children in a termly placement will be transported at the beginning and end of each half term and one return journey within each half term.

Where the LA is funding a 52 week placement there will only be travel support available for the parent to attend statutory reviews of the child’s statement of education.


	Travel for students with a disability

	What support can I get if my child has an injury/illness?
	Children that have an injury/illness that impedes their ability to travel to school independently can receive travel support.  Medical evidence will be required to support this application. This support will be awarded for a maximum of 8 weeks. Form TI.doc

	What if the injury/illness is going to be longer term?
	Any child that has an injury/illness that is going to be need travel support for a longer period of time can receive extended travel support.  This application will need supporting medical evidence to support this application. Form LTI.doc

	What if my child’s college place is funded by the LSC?
	Students in college placements funded by the LSC will receive travel support from the LSC or the college attended. http://www.lsc.gov.uk

	What about an older student?
	Travel support will be considered for students with a disability or learning difficulties that have previously received travel support up to the age of 21 and in exceptional cases for students up the age of 25, where the LA is financially responsible for the placement.


	Post 16 Students

	What if my child is going to college?
	Students from the age of 16, studying in 6th forms are entitled to apply for an EMA Grant to contribute towards their travel costs to and from school. 

Mainstream colleges can support their student’s travel needs by using their Learning Support Funds for students in need of this support.  Students should apply directly the college for travel support.


	What if my child who has previously had a statement has been placed in a specialist college?
	If your child has been placed in a specialist college funded by the LA.  The LA will continue to support their transport requirements up to the age of 19 or the end of the academic year of their 19th birthday where the LA is financially responsible for the placement.


	Reviewing transport

	When does the transport support get reviewed?


	Travel support is reviewed in the following ways;

Special needs travel: This will be reviewed as part of the student’s annual review.

Incapacity travel: There will be a review date set at the beginning of every case where travel support is awarded.  Any extension to travel support will need to have updated medical evidence to support the application.


	Travel support

	Who can get financial support for travel?
	The LA will consider travel support for:

· Students allocated a school by the LA that is more     than 3 miles away from their home. Where the child will need to travel using alternative modes of public transport.
·  Students attending denominational school provided the distance criterion is met.

· Students who move into the borough in year 10 or 11 and continue at their current school provide the distance criterion is met.

· Students attending mainstream 6th form school in Barking and Dagenham provided the distance criterion is met.

· Students from the age of 16 studying in 6th forms are entitled to apply for an Education Maintenance Allowance. This allowance should be used to contribute towards the travel costs to and from school.  This allowance is means tested and can provide financial support up to £30 per week plus £100 bonus. www.ema.dfes.gov.uk


	What modes of transport are used?
	The LA use the following modes of transport:

· Minibuses

· Mini Cabs

· Coaches

· Financial support

· Reimbursement of Fares/Fuel costs

	Making a request

	How do I request transport?
	If your child has a statement of special educational needs you can write in to the Home to School Travel Officer and your child’s case will be presented at SEN Panel at the earliest opportunity. jackie.chamberlain@lbbd.gov.uk
To request support if your child has a long/short term injury/illness please write in to Pupil Student Services ensuring you enclose up to date medical evidence of your child’s injury/illness. sarah.priest@lbbd.gov.uk
