e Grand opening and finale - amazing acts to open and close the show.

The CoLaS Awards, now in their third year, will be held at the Sage Gateshead on
20™ June 2008. The awards highlight the often unrecognised achievements of
individuals and employers who work ‘behind-the-scenes’ for their own personal

development or to improve the skills of others.
