LSC North West is hosting two one-day events in March to support post-16 providers across the North West who are interested in finding out more about qualification reform including the introduction of the Foundation Learning Tier and Progression Pathways.  The FLT and Progression Pathways are due to be fully implemented from 2010 and will replace current arrangements for Entry and Level 1 provision, including E2E and Foundation Learning in FE.  20 providers across the North West are already involved in phased implementation of the progression pathways and the LSC anticipate more providers will become involved from September 2009. The event will provide an opportunity to find out more about providers’ early experiences and to begin thinking about how to develop your own organisational action plan including consideration of funding implications.
