ILR summarisation: impact on provider payments 


For both the Response to Redundancy and Training Offer for those Unemployed for 6 Months (6 Months Offer)





Urgent action required by Friday 4 December 2009.





ILR data has now been reconciled against Delivery Statement submissions. This means that payments for deliverables S34, A24, A25, A26, A27, P8 and M32 (formerly on the Delivery Statement), will now be paid against ILR returns from the November payment period onwards.





This means that the submission of a Delivery Statement without supporting ILR data for all periods will no longer generate a funding payment. In addition, where an ILR return has not been submitted for a past period that was previously paid via the Delivery Statement, an adjustment will be made to reflect this following the reconciliation (ie the payment due on the 10th working day of December 2009). Providers must therefore submit up-to-date monthly ILR returns by Friday 4 December 2009 so that payments are up-to-date. 





Please note that for both the Response to Redundancy and Training Offer for those Unemployed for 6 Months programmes, Delivery Statements will still be required for deliverables M4, M13, M29, M31 and M33.





Exception Reporting


Following the ILR summarisation process, providers can now view exception reports for both of these programmes and identify and rectify any errors / cleanse data prior to 4 December 2009.
