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Sector Employment Toolkit briefing paper
The Sector Employment Toolkit initiative focussed on working with a number of SSCs.  Originally funded through the Sector Skills Development Agency, the project’s initial aim was to produce a sector routeway that could be delivered within current benefit regulations and mainstream funding for Job Centre Plus and the Learning and Skills Council.  

Participating Sector Skills Councils & Standard Setting Bodies included:

· Asset Skills

· Construction Skills

· Go Skills

· People 1st

· Skillfast UK

· Skills Active

· Skills for Health

· Skillsmart Retail

· Skills for Security

A key outcome of the project is that each SSC/SSB has now developed the following products, for one or more occupations within their sector which have been provided free of charge to LSC and Jobcentre Plus:

· Recruitment Checklist

· Selection Tools

· Training Plan

· Induction Checklist

· Employability Checklist

In addition Asset Skills, Skills Active and Skills for Health have provided a range of supporting training materials free of charge to LSC and Jobcentre Plus. Go Skills, Skillsmart Retail and Skills for Security have produced supporting materials that can be obtained directly from the SSC/SSB, for which there may be a nominal charge.

The materials are now with JCP/LSC for dissemination and the intention is that they will be used in conjunction with Local Employment Partnerships (LEPs) Sector Routeways to help get people back into sustained employment.
