	Resident Learner  Support
	Learners with learning difficulties and/or disabilities
The success rate for learners with learning difficulties and/or disabilities (LLDD) in colleges in 2006/07 was 68%, one percentage point above the overall rate. For WBL, the success rate for LLDD was 61% compared with an overall success rate of 69%.
In line with national priorities, the LSC is committed to ensuring that local provision supports learners to progress their aims and aspirations including accessing employment. Development funding has been allocated to support curriculum development and increased work related learning. In partnership with Connexions and LAs, we are updating our LLDD Strategic Area Review – this has identified the need to undertake further data analysis and investigation into the reasons for increasing numbers of post-16 learners accessing out of area provision

 

	Provider  Participation
	FE participation for 16-18 year olds has remained broadly stable over the last 3 years, but the Full time equivalent figure has actually risen by 14%

School Sixth Form participation has shown sporadic growth, but with an overall 6 year growth of 12.3%
Apprenticeship participation for 16-18 year olds has dropped in every one of the last 4 years with an overall drop of 18% -this is a concern with the governments target of 1 in 5 young people entering an Apprenticeship.


	Resident  Achievement
	5 GCSE A*-C with English and Maths achievement in 2007 is significantly below the National Average, but the rate is increasing more quickly than the National Increase.
2007 Achievement of L2 and L3 at 19 - at 69% the L2 achievement is below both the regional and national averages of 72% and 74% respectively but growing at a slightly faster rate to them.
The L3 achievement of 42% is also below both the regional and national averages of 46% and 48% respectively, but its growth is slower than the other averages so the gap will get bigger.  There is concern that the Level 3 at 19 achievement gap between socially disadvantaged and socially advantaged (based on the uptake of free school meals) is not closing.

FE provision is fairly strong and improving across the 3 Colleges, OFSTED Inspection shows a College grade profile of two grade 2s and one grade 3

There is a wide breadth of provision both by sector and from entry level to level 3 across the Coventry Colleges, with A/AS levels being offered mainly by City College
Success Rates show an overall percentage of 67% (06/07) 

WBL

Provision is strong and this is reflected in overall improving framework success rate which at 65% (06/07), an increase of 15% on 05/06

OFSTED inspection across the 10 Coventry based providers reflects a grade profile of 2 which confirms the ‘good’ standard of provision

There is a wide variety of type of provision (by level) and occupational sector coverage across Coventry based providers

Schools

All 19 schools in Coventry have a post 16 offer and overall this offer is rated highly by Inspectors with the grade profile as follows:

Grade 1: 2

Grade 2: 12

Grade 3: 5

However, success rates (relatively new in terms of discussions with schools) do show significant variations.

Priorities

FE Level 3 Success Rates – 06/07 results show that at Level 3 overall the figure is 63% with full Level 3 showing as 62% (benchmark shows 73%). This is an area worth reviewing particularly with emerging 07/08 results awaited.

School Success Rates and underpinning issues – As mentioned earlier in this report, further discussions to be held with schools on this subject. We are currently working closely with Coventry Local Authority on the development of a range of post 16 performance measures. The outcomes of this work, plus the associated identification of post 16 performance issues, will be worth focussing on in the next year.



	Other  Issues
	We must be aware and ensure where possible we take into account the economic climate that we are working in.


	Commissioning Priorities:

1. To increase the rate of Level 3 achievements overall and to close the gap in achievement in Level 3 between socially advantaged and socially disadvantaged.
2. LLDD - To achieve/maintain parity of success rates for LLDD with non-disabled learners and to reduce out of area placements through collaborative working to ensure that learners can achieve their potential in local provision, including employability skills.
3. NEETs – need to ensure we meet the 6.9% target given higher numbers this year than last year of young people wanting employment.
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
