	ESF 
Ensure no learners listed by the provider as being funded under a Skills Funding Agency ESF contract are also in receipt of LR funding though the ILR.  If funding is being claimed for both ESF and LR discuss/review to establish if this is permissible under the terms of the ESF contract/funding methodology.
	
	

	2. 
	Employer Responsive

Ensure learners in receipt of employer responsive funding are not also in receipt of learner responsive funding.

Where duplication appears to have occurred review the provision within both ILRs and check for duplication or subsidiarity e.g. key skills funded in both ILR returns for an Apprentice.
	
	

	3. 
	HEFCE funded learners

Review DSAT report 90-01-110 to identify if the Provider has any HEFCE funded learners also enrolled on Skills Funding Agency funded provision
	
	

	4. 
	HE franchised-in learners

Obtain a list of all franchised-in learners undertaking HEFCE funded programmes (returns to the HE institutions for their funding purposes).  

Select a sample of these learners and check that Learners are systematically not in receipt of Skills Funding Agency funding.

	14-19 Diplomas

Where the College is part of a consortium, obtain a list of all learners at the College enrolled on the Diploma.

Sample test that the learner is not on any Skills Funding Agency funded provision that would be covered by the Diploma.
	
	

	6. 
	Overseas learners

Obtain a list of all overseas learners (invoiced from Finance) and ensure (completeness and sampled accuracy) that the learners and programmes are not claiming funding on the ILR. 

Also review the Full Cost PDSAT 90-03-380, large fees recorded in A13 may be an indicator of miscoded overseas learners.

	7. 
	Full-cost provision

Request the College to provide a list of all full cost courses and check that each programme (and associated learners) has been coded as non- Skills Funding Agency funded. (Completeness and accuracy).

Tuition fees should not be claimed for 16-18 year olds. Where fees are charged then include within the management letter.

N.B. If a fee is more than 100% of the cost of the course including fee remission, then it constitutes full cost recovery and no funding should be claimed. E.g. if an unweighted qualification generates total funding of £2,394 and if the fee exceeds £2,394 then the course maybe full cost.

	Other Projects

Other Skills Funding Agency funding outside of recurrent funding or additional to it may vary and as such this programme will need to be adapted and completed for all ‘projects’ being delivered by the College.

	Construction Apprenticeship Schemes

Obtain a list of all learners funded through other contracts and ensure (completeness and sampled accuracy) that the learners and programmes are not claiming funding. The guidance in this area has changed and approval can be gained from the LSC to fund these learners directly. Check a sample of these learners to the approval letter in addition to those excluded.
