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Introduction

This document is intended for providers who have responsibility for Family Learning Impact Funding Programmes. It aims to help them with the process and timetable for planning, funding and delivery of Family Learning Impact Funding Programmes for the financial year 2010/2011. 
The third year of Family Learning Impact Fund seeks to continue the current programme and enable providers to offer more families opportunities to complete family numeracy, financial capability, digital families, Early Years Foundation Stage and wider family learning courses.
This document is Part 2 of the Family Programmes Guidance and relates to the Department of Education funded Family Learning Impact Fund programmes which have a set of specific outcomes and will be managed, allocated and spent over the three years 2008/09 to 2010/11. This guidance should be read in conjunction with Family Programmes Guidance Part 1 2010/11 which provides information on planning and managing Family Literacy, Language and Numeracy and Wider Family Learning programmes.

Family Learning Impact Funding 
The Family Learning Impact Funding Programme

This programme has been designed to:
· Involve hard to reach parents more actively in their children’s learning and schools (Improving Parental Engagement)

· Encourage learning in the home (Improving Parental Engagement)

· Provide services that should be shaped by and be responsive to children, young people and families (The Children’s Plan: Two Years On)

· Tailor learning and provision to meet the needs of families (Think Family)

· Engage fathers and boys, through informal learning for disadvantaged families (The Learning Revolution)
· Provide adults with chances to achieve and progress (Skills for Growth: National Skills Strategy)

· Give everyone a chance to change their lives (Skills for Life: Changing Lives).
Family Learning Impact Fund Strands supporting Think Family and Parental Engagement 
The five key strands of activity will continue in Year 3 with the same focus on supporting Think Family and Parental Engagement:
· Learning and Information online for Families and Family Information Communication Technology to help parents with literacy and numeracy needs access information, advice and guidance (Family Information Direct).
· Parents completing family learning programmes are more confident, can speak up and are more likely to become involved in their children’s learning both at home and in school. This expansion and targeting of family learning has contributed to improving Parental Engagement as highlighted in the Children’s Plan.
· Family Learning Impact Fund providers have made great efforts to make courses father friendly .They have successfully engaged more fathers and worked closely with fathers’ groups and contributed to the Think Fathers Campaign. 
· Family learning services delivering Family Learning Impact Fund are working increasingly with other agencies / organisations / the third sector that are working with families to ensure that they have a seamless pathway to other services (Think Family).
· Family learning encourages parents to read with their children and for children to read for pleasure. Providers have worked closely with Booktrust and, at a local level, with museums and libraries.
· Family Learning Impact Fund programmes support all members of the family - parents, grandparents and other family members - so that they can provide a secure environment from which children can explore and enjoy life as they grow up.  Families have the biggest impact on whether children are progressing and doing well. Families also help each other and build strong communities, so they are crucial for a successful society. (Support for All – the Families and Relationships Green Paper).
Funding Allocations 
Providers who received a Family Learning Impact Fund allocation for 2009/10 and spent all of their allocation will be offered similar allocations to deliver Family Learning Impact Fund courses in year 3: April 2010 - March 2011. Please note that these are financial year allocations.
Local Authorities and other providers in receipt of Family Learning Impact Fund funding should be aware that, for the purposes of reporting to ministers on the expenditure of this funding, development and delivery of provision will be closely managed. Evidence will be provided across the five strands from each participating authority to timescales agreed with Skills Funding Agency Account Managers.
Allocations of funding for Family Learning Impact Fund Programmes are made to Skills Funding Agency local areas based on a range of measures including population and indices of deprivation.

The Skills Funding Agency is responsible for ensuring that the agreed outcomes for this provision are delivered.

Any provider that receives additional funding is expected to provide separate and additional evidence to the Skills Funding Agency that the agreed programme of work has been delivered. Providers will be required to complete final reports on the programme for 2009/10 and interim and final reports for 2010/11. These are set out in Annex 1.

Summary of 2010/11 Family Learning Impact Fund programme
· The Programme offer for 2010/11 will be the same as 2009/10. Providers will be able to offer families courses from all five strands.
· All courses will be for mothers / fathers and children.

· Adult Progression Tracking. The tracking of a sample of adult learners which began in 2008/09 will continue through 2010/11.
· Providers will be required to complete all the data returns found in Annex 1. 
Programme for 2010/11
Strand 1:  Early Years Foundation Stage
To engage mothers and fathers with literacy, language or numeracy needs in learning about the Early Years Foundation Stage, their role in it and in learning for themselves. To increase the number of mothers and fathers achieving and progressing.
Strand 2: Family Numeracy 
To increase the range and flexibility of the learning offer and the number of mothers and fathers achieving and progressing. To help mothers and fathers improve their numeracy, work towards qualifications and contribute to their children’s understanding of and competence in numeracy. Training / briefing of practitioners and champions.
Strand 3: Financial Capability 
To work with partners in schools and the third sector to develop / provide motivating courses that increase the number of families engaged in learning about finance and money management .To provide adults with opportunities to gain qualifications and to progress.
Strand 4: Digital Families
To enable families at risk and fathers to access and use online learning and information. To provide courses that meet individual learner’s needs and help mothers and fathers to find out how records / reports are used in schools and the range of local and online learning opportunities, as well as other services and support available.
To provide Information Communication Technology (ICT) courses for mothers and fathers with literacy and numeracy needs to enable them to access and use ICT and take advantage of online information and learning.
Strand 5: Wider Family Learning 
To offer families a range of courses in health, sports, citizenship and the arts. To work with partners to ensure programmes are flexible and accessible and increase the number of families engaged in learning at home and in the community. 
Family Learning Impact Funding Courses – Summary Grid
The summary grid and menu for the Family Learning Impact Fund (2010/11) sets out the course lengths and indicative costs. These were enhanced to reflect both the development and delivery of the learning. All Family Learning Impact Fund courses should be offered as joint courses for mothers / fathers / grandparents / carers and children.
Early Years Foundation Stage courses are designed for parents and pre-school children. All other courses can be offered to parents and their pre-school, primary or secondary age children. 
Providers should seek where possible to enrol an average of nine adults and nine children on courses in their Family Learning Impact Fund programme.

All Family Learning Impact Fund courses should offer mothers and fathers initial assessment, individual learning plans, opportunities to work towards qualifications for those who wish and advice and support for progression.

Family Learning Impact Fund Courses 
Criteria

Family Learning Impact Fund courses should meet the criteria of the Family Literacy Language and Numeracy and Wider Family Learning courses in the Family Programmes Guidance Part 1. In addition Family Learning Impact Fund courses should: 
· enhance and expand existing family learning provision 

·  involve more families at risk and more fathers
· increase the range and responsiveness of the learning offer
· build the capacity of the workforce by enabling the recruitment and training of more excellent teachers, updating and up-skilling existing teachers and raising the awareness of the children’s workforce
· increase the number of mothers and fathers, particularly those who are disadvantaged, achieving qualifications and progressing
· secure better progression from Wider Family Learning to Family Literacy, Language and Numeracy programmes and other more formal learning opportunities
· meet individual needs more effectively and improve the quality of the learning experience for adults and children, promoting greater coherence between family learning and parenting programmes for the most disadvantaged families, building on existing Department for Education and Business Innovation and Skills joint working;

· complement the family support strand of the expanded two year old offer, which will refer mothers and fathers to appropriate learning opportunities including family learning
· improve data collection for adults and children. It should be noted that this additional Impact Funding is being made available in order to increase the number of learners in the system. Therefore each provider in receipt of this funding should deliver more learners with a corresponding increase in the numbers recorded on their Individual Learner Record return.
· ensure programmes contribute to Department for Education and Business Innovation and Skills priorities set out in the Children’s Plan, the Skills for Life Strategy and 2020 World Class Skills ambition.
