Article 1 - Young People NEET Procurement - REMINDER

	YPLA e-bulletin Issue 6 mentioned that as part of the shared service agreement with the YPLA, the Skills Funding Agency has published details of a European Social Fund (ESF) tendering opportunity supporting young people not in education, employment or training (NEET).

The Pre Qualification Questionnaire (PQQ) notice was published on the 18th August and any provider who is interested in tendering for the ESF NEET provision must respond before 17:00 on Friday 17 September. Organisations already on the Qualified Provider Framework (QPF) list will NOT be automatically included and therefore also need to respond to the PQQ.

Providers should only direct queries via the PQQ message board. It is not appropriate to seek advice or answers to questions via any other route, in order to maintain the integrity and robustness of the process.”

	GUIDANCE FOR ALL INDEPENDENT SPECIALIST PROVIDERS:

Article 2 - Independent Specialist Provider Application Process
This document provides guidance to organisations who are entering into dialogue with the Young 

People’s Learning Agency to become a YPLA contracted independent specialist provider for education 

and training in relation to learners with learning difficulties and/or disabilities who are over compulsory 

school age but under 25 and who are subject to a learning difficulty assessment (Section 139A).

The organisation must have been identified to the YPLA by a young person’s home local authority 

or detailed in a learning difficulty assessment as the only organisation able to meet a young 

person’s education and training needs, before commencing the process.
