The YPLA has recently received a number of enquiries from academies about funding for one to one tuition. This funding is made available to academies on the same basis as local authorities for 2010-11 and is paid as part of the Standards Fund element of the General Grant (details of your academy’s allocation can be found in Annex D of the Final Annual Funding Letter.

INFORMATION FOR ALL RELEVANT 16-19 PROVIDERS AND PARTNERS:
Article 5 - Qualification Eligibility
YPLA has been asked to clarify the position regarding the funding eligibility of qualifications approved under Section 96 of the Learning and Skills Act 2000 as 'Apprenticeship' or as ‘Diploma Additional and Specialist Learning (ASL)’ qualifications.

All qualifications approved for funding within the Apprenticeship/Diploma Additional and Specialist Learning (ASL) can also be delivered and will be eligible for funding as 'stand-alone’ qualifications.  This means they can be delivered (noting any age restrictions specified as part of Section 96 approval) as the only learning aim that a learner is pursuing or as part of a coherent programme drawn from a combination of approved learning aims on Section 96.  

The exceptions to this are any qualifications specified by paragraph 40 of the Funding Regulations 2010/11 and on the Learning Aims Database as not eligible for funding.
