	ACTION FOR ALL PROVIDERS DELIVERING GNVQ SUCCESSORS:
Article 1 - GNVQ successor research

	The YPLA is carrying out research into the delivery of GNVQ successor qualifications to inform funding policy. This research is looking at whether the recommended guided learning hours reflect the actual delivery time for efficient delivery of effective provision. 
We have identified providers who we believe are delivering GNVQ successors, and e-mailed them details of the survey. Article 2 - Update on 16-19 Funding
We thought it would be helpful to provide an update on progress made so far to develop a new funding process.
Following government changes announced in July, our first priority has been to make sure that funds for 
this academic year reach providers and learners in a seamless way.    In addition the approach to funding 
set out in the National Commissioning Framework is now out of date and has therefore been withdrawn.  
Over the summer we have been working with the Department for Education, Local Government Association (LGA), the Association of Directors of Children’s Services (ADCS), and main provider representative bodies to draw up a revised statutory funding guidance for local authorities and a description of how the new 
system will work.
Together we have made significant progress, however, it is important that the new guidance reflects the outcomes from the Comprehensive Spending Review (CSR) and the policy set out in the Schools White Paper. The CSR will report on 20th October and the White paper is expected to follow later this autumn. 
As a result, we do not expect to publish the draft guidance until late November, early December.
At that point we will need to clarify the process for 2011/12 allocations, which will have to be confirmed before the end of March 2011. 
In the meantime, local authorities and providers will work together to review needs and to identify any significant gaps in provision in local areas. The YPLA will continue to give support in the shape of providing data and strategic analyses of performance and needs within areas.  
In addition, we will make arrangements for local authorities and providers to be briefed on how the lagged learner numbers approach will work, and we will confirm any data submission requirements to support the allocations process.  The data sources are expected to be used in calculating 2011/12 funding allocations. 
The LGA and ADCS have sent a letter to Director’s of Children Services this week to outline in detail 
current issues relating to lagged funding and addressing local area needs.  The YPLA will work closely 
with local authorities and providers and will be accountable for overall control of the available budget.  
As soon as they are able, YPLA Regional Directors, along with colleagues from local authorities, will set up sessions to brief all our partners on the new guidance.
